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Infrared Food Safety Thermometer — Operating Instructions

The thermometer is a non-contact infrared thermometer, and always with Real-Time Maximum (MAX) data.
Please remember to keep away from children and don't use it for safety related applications.

STORAGE & CLEANING

The sensor lens is the most delicate part of the thermometer. The lens should be kept clean at all times, care should

be taken when cleaning the lens using only a soft cloth or cotton swab with water or medical alcohol. Allowing the

lens to fully dry before using the thermometer. Do not submerge any part of the thermometer. The thermometer

should be stored at room temperature between -20 to +65°C (-4~149°F).
